Stnp) stars as Bellamy, one of
the leaders of 100 teens sent

station called The Ark to
explore conditions on a post-
apocalyptic Earth. Another
Neighbours alumni, Eliza Taylor

plays the headstrong female
hero of the show, Clarke. While
hesaysit was good to have
another Aussie there, running
lines in their native accents was
amistake, throwing them both
off when it came time to film
with American accents.
“Itjustreally ruined it for the
rest of the episode,” he laughs.
“We are never doing that again

‘because we both justlost our
flow.” The 100 has received

mostly favourable reviews but
has its detractors too, like The
Hollywood Reporter,which
suggested it was cable network
The CW'’s “ultimate vision for:

humanity: an Earth populated

only by attractive teenagers”.
“It’s not a teen drama, it’s

more about morality and

retribution and making tough

decisions,” he says. “Itkind of
hurts whenyou see those kinds
of comments because... they’re
obviously not watchingthe
show.” The show does go to

somevery dark places,

examiningthe moralityof
torture, mob justice and war.
