6. Describe the feelings explored throughout the movie from different character 
perspectives - a) the girls, b) the mothers, c) Mr Neville, d) the tracker.

7. Assess whether or not the actions of the Australian government at the time were 
just. Do you think it should have been the law? Does forcing someone to learn 
your culture, at the expense of their own native culture, do more harm than 
good? Explain your answer.

8. Even though the Stolen Generations happened a long time ago, do you think 
the Australian government of today has a responsibility to help Aboriginals? 
Why/why not?
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
